Letter from the Master

The last year of my Mastership brings to mind Dietrich Bonhoeffer, the German
theologian, whose book Ethics speaks of deputyship when a man is directly obliged to
act in the place of other men. Unexpectedly, Geoffrey Cook, the Vice-Master, who had
taken on this role for two previous Masters, was called upon a third time as the year was
interrupted by my hospitalisation for successful surgery. We are all deeply indebted to
Geoff for his wonderful service to the College in this and many other ways. The
interruption did not preclude a very stimulating visit from the German Ambassador, His
Excellency Thomas Matussek, who spoke to a full house about the relations between
Germany, the UK and the European Union, and afterwards unveiled a plaque in driving
rain before retreating to the warm hospitality of a Guest Night Dinner. The plaque has
been placed alongside the Friendship Garden, a gift of Professor Gert von Beckerath,
Fellow Commoner, and it recalls one of Bonhoeffer’s final prayers before his execution
at the hands of the Nazis towards the end of the Second World War.

My final year was memorable for many other pleasant reasons. The new Richard Laws
Building was again fully occupied by students providing welcome accommodation
within the grounds of the College. It was the year in which the new Vice-Chancellor,
Professor Alison Richard, was inaugurated following in the steps of Professor (now Lord)
Broers, a good friend and Honorary Fellow of the College. It was a year in which we
welcomed many distinguished visitors including Professor Ismael Clark Arxer, President
of the Cuban Academy of Sciences, and his colleagues from Havana; Dr (now Sir)
Jonathan Sacks, Chief Rabbi, who gave the Christians in Science and St Edmund’s
Templeton lecture on Power and Responsibility (see St Edmund’s web site for full
version); Professor Holmes Rolston of Colorado State University and the Templeton Prize
winner for 2004 who spoke on environmental ethics; and Mr Joaquin Almunia and his
family from Spain, previously a Spanish Labour MP but now been appointed Finance
Commissioner for the European Union. Emeritus Professor Mark Perlman of the
University of Pittsburg delivered the first St Edmund’s lecture to a distinguished
audience in memory of the widely recognized economist Professor George Shackle, an
event established in perpetuity by Professor Stephen Frowen, Fellow Commoner. Sir
Roger Jackling, Director of the Defence Academy of the UK, lunched with Fellows of the
College to discuss international security issues during a fact-finding tour at Cambridge
University. 

Concerning international matters, we were delighted to receive members of Shinshu
University, Matsumoto City, Japan, with whom we have an important exchange
programme, wishing to learn more about patterns of UK university administration. We
held the first ever gathering in New York City for East Coast USA alumni attended by
the Vice-Master and Professor Paul Luzio. We met again with Professor Desmond Hui,
Master, Graduate House, University of Hong Kong, who studied architecture at St
Edmund’s in the early 90s. These links with alumni and new colleagues working in
distinguished universities abroad are of great importance to St Edmund’s because they
map onto the international nature of the College and its multicultural activities. For this
reason I was honoured to be invited to head up the search for the Kilby Awardees for
2003, a USA-based prize given to internationally recognized innovators and named after
the inventor of the silicon chip, Nobel Laureate Jack Kilby of Texas. The prizes for 2003
were awarded for the first time outside the USA at ceremonies held at the Royal Society
and the Reform Club, London 

Yet the year has not been without its sadness. Dr Simon Boniface, Fellow and Director
of Studies in the Medical Sciences, died at a young age and is sorely missed by all the
Fellows and students, and by his many friends and colleagues. Mrs Pam Hayes, Secretary
of the previous and present Master, passed away after a period of illness leaving a huge



gap in College and a deep loss for her loving family. Mrs Marguerite Bulman, Honorary
Fellow of College, died at the good age of 90 in Glasgow where she had moved to be
with family members. She will be forever remembered not least for her generosity in
leaving to the College the White Cottage, now the home of the Von Hügel Institute. 

Finally, may I conclude on notes of deep affection and gratitude as I conclude my role
as Master of St Edmund’s College. It has been a wonderfully enriching experience and
will remain an abiding memory for both Pat, my wife, and me. The Fellowship and
Honorary Fellows have been tremendously supportive and this has enabled us to
explore many new avenues of development both within the College, the University and
beyond. Student numbers and those who have selected St Edmund’s as their first choice
have increased progressively and the student body has been dynamic and imaginative in
making many and lasting contributions. It has been a pleasure and privilege to get to
know so many of them personally and I know that as friends of the College they will be
the best of ambassadors for St Edmund’s in the wider world. Among other highlights the
invitation to the Chelsea Flower Show on the occasion of the 150th Anniversary of the
Oxford-Cambridge Boat Race stands out as it took us into a world of red carpets and
special treatment once the senior officials at the entrance to the celebration garden
realized that we were from St Edmund’s and let us in!

In recent years we have elected as Honorary Fellows HRH The Duke of Edinburgh, the
Nobel Laureate Professor Amartya Sen, former Master of Trinity College who has helped
us to set up the Capability and Sustainability Centre in the Von Hügel Institute, Sir John
Templeton of Nassau, the founder of the Templeton Foundation that supports our
lecture series, and Professor Ernan McMullin and Cardinal George Pell, members of the
alumni. I am greatly indebted to the Governing Body that has generously made me an
Honorary Fellow which means that I can continue my academic interests in sustainable
consumption and production, the science and Christianity debate, work with the
Catholic Bishops Conference on environmental matters, benefit from the many avenues
though which the University enriches the life of academies in Europe, and support the
new Master and College in every way possible as it advances its aspirations as a place of
learning, scholarship and religion, and research.

New Fellows

Professor David Bridges is currently Chair of the Von Hügel Institute at St Edmund’s
College and Executive Director of the Association of Universities of the Eastern Region.
Professor Bridges combines a background in philosophy with extensive experience of
research and evaluation work in schools and local education authorities as well as
consultancy work for international development organisations in Ethiopia, Vietnam,
Guyana, Belize and Ghana. He has convened a number of symposia at international
conferences on the theme of Philosophy and Educational Research, written articles and
edited essay collections in this area as well as on Ethics in Educational Research.
Professor Bridges studied for his BA at Oxford where he was an Exhibitioner at Jesus
College. He then moved to London where he gained a PGCE, an advanced diploma in
the philosophy of education and a PhD. Between 1974 and 1990 he worked at
Homerton College in Cambridge, eventually becoming Acting Principal. David Bridges
then moved to the University of East Anglia at Norwich as Professor of Education. He
subsequently became Dean of the School of Education and Professional Development
and Pro-Vice Chancellor. In 2000 Professor Bridges moved back to Cambridge and was
a Senior Member of St Edmund’s before election to the Fellowship. 

Dr Russell Re Manning is a Research Associate at the Centre for Advanced Religious and
Theological Studies (CARTS) in the Faculty of Divinity where he is part of the John
Templeton Foundation funded ‘Psychology and Christianity’ group. His research
interests include the interface between the neurosciences and theology (neurotheology
and natural theology of mind and brain), the history and philosophy of science and
religion, the philosophy of religion, and the theology of Paul Tillich (1886–1965).
Educated in Oxford, Tübingen and Cambridge, Dr Re Manning was a graduate student
at St Edmund’s and was awarded his PhD in February 2004 for a thesis entitled,
‘Theology at the End of Culture. Paul Tillich’s Theology of Culture and Art.’ He is now
an Isaac Newton Teaching Fellow and Fellows’ Steward at St Edmund’s.

Dr Thomas Schlitt studied Biology in Giessen, Germany and, for one year, in Edinburgh.
He studied for his PhD at the European Bioinformatics Institute (EBI) at Hinxton near
Cambridge. He is now a Research Fellow at the British Antarctic Survey in Cambridge.
His research is focussed on Computational Biology, mainly microarray data analysis and
gene regulation networks.

Dr Florian Schui focuses his research on the history of taxation. He has organised a
research project on ‘International exchanges of ideas about taxation since 1750’ at the
Centre for History and Economics, King’s College, Cambridge, and at the Centre for
Research in the Arts, Social Sciences and Humanities (CRASSH), Cambridge.’. In
particular, he is examining 18th century exchanges of economic advisors, tax experts,
and ideas about taxation between France and Prussia. Dr Schui was a graduate student
at St Edmund’s and completed his PhD in May 2004. A monograph based on his thesis
about ‘Early debates about “industrie”: Voltaire and his contemporaries, c. 1750–78’ was
published in 2005. Before undertaking doctoral research in the history of economic
thought, Dr Schui completed an MA in economics at the New School for Social Research
in New York and an MA in history at Ruhr-Universität Bochum in Germany. 

Dr Diana Wood is the Director of Medical Education in the University of Cambridge
School of Clinical Medicine. She is also an Honorary Consultant Physician who
specializes in Endocrinology and Diabetes. Dr Wood studied at the University of
Birmingham where she took her medical degrees. Following House Officer and
Registrar posts she became a Clinical Research Fellow and then Lecturer in General
Medicine, Endocrinology and Diabetes at St Mary’s Hospital Medical School in London.
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She then moved to Barts and the London, Queen Mary’s, where she was successively
Senior Lecturer in Outpatient Medicine and Reader in Medical Studies before accepting
the post of Director of Medical Education here in Cambridge. Dr Wood is involved in
the promotion of medical education through her role as deputy editor of the journal
Medical Education and as editorial advisor (education and debate) of the British
Medical Journal.

FELLOWS’ DIARY

The College Prospectus notes that St Edmund’s shares the tradition for which the
University of Cambridge is justly renowned: scholarly achievement and excellence and
the advancement of distinguished research. Among many contributions to scholarship
and research made by the Fellowship of the College in 2003–2004 the following are
noted:

Dr Denis Alexander has continued to head the Laboratory of Lymphocyte Signalling and
Development at The Babraham Institute, and further significant expansion of the
Laboratory took place during the year with the recruitment of a new Project Leader, Dr
Francesco Colucci, from the Institut Pasteur in Paris. Dr Alexander published papers in
Cancer Cell, Cell Cycle, the Journal of Biological Chemistry, the Journal of Immunology, the
European Journal of Immunology and Oncogene, together with several reviews and book
chapters. The paper in Cancer Cell was the fruit of a collaboration with the University
Department of Clinical Veterinary Medicine and was the subject of press releases from
both Babraham and the University, representing an important step forward in our
understanding of the molecular mechanisms leading to cancer. A highlight of the year
was a visit to lecture at the University of Electronic Science and Technology in Chengdu,
China. Dr Alexander also spoke at several international conferences, including the
Europhosphatases Conference in Barcelona, Spain, the 12th Symposium on Signals and
Signal Processing in the Immune System in Sopron, Hungary, and a FASEB summer
research conference on phosphatases in Snowmass, Colorado. In addition Dr Alexander
organised and co-chaired a Workshop at the annual conference of the British Society for
Immunology at Harrogate. Activities in the field of the public understanding of science
and religion included a talk on ‘science and religion’ to the Café Scientifique et Culturel
in Nottingham. 

Professor David Bridges took on the Chairmanship of the Von Hügel Institute and, with
this, responsibility for restructuring the Institute around three research centres: the
Centre for the Study of Faith in Society; the Capability and Sustainability Centre and the
Centre for Educational Research and Development. He continued with his role as
Executive Director of the Association of Universities in the East of England and with a
DfID sponsored programme of research capacity building in Ethiopia. His publications in
this year included papers in the Journal of Comparative Education and Socialinai
Mokslai as well writings on the philosophy of education in Ethiopia, the dynamics of the
graduate labour market in the East of England and an investigation of the life and
lifestyle aspirations of 16–19 year olds outside the formal educational system,  He also
published ‘Fiction written under oath?: Essays in philosophy and educational research’,
Dordrecht and New York, Kluwer Academic Publishers 2003.

Dr Geoffrey Cook continued his research on inhibitory proteins in the central nervous
system, in the Department of Anatomy with programme grant support from the Medical
Research Council. He also continued as Chairman of Shared Churches (Ely) Limited,
and as Vice-Chair of the Governing Body of the Interchurch Secondary School in
Cambridge, St Bede’s. In November 2003 he and Professor Paul Luzio attended the first
North American Alumni event at the Cornell Club in New York City and were delighted
to spend a very enjoyable evening with a number of alumni working in New York and
to have the opportunity to bring North American members up to date on how the
College is developing.
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Dr Peter Head completed the final year of his five-year stint as Sir Kirby Laing Research
Fellow (a joint appointment between Tyndale House and the Faculty of Divinity). He
recalls being tired most of the year (the effect of young children), but managed to
produce six articles on various aspects of the Greek New Testament. He says that most
of these will probably be regarded as quite dull, but two may be of some general interest.
In ‘The Nazi Quest for an Aryan Jesus’ published in the Journal for the Study of the
Historical Jesus, he reported on the work and impact of some ‘Christian’ scholars,
influenced by National Socialist ideology in the period before the second world war, who
argued that Jesus wasn’t Jewish, but rather (unsurprisingly perhaps) Aryan. But, for
something completely different, he published the first of six Greek Bible manuscripts
that he had discovered in the previous academic year in the Bulletin of the International
Organization of Septuagint and Cognate Studies.

Dr Peter Jackson had another very busy year as Senior Tutor and also published the
second edition of his little veterinary obstetrics book in April 2004 which was a great
relief after the many hours of work involved. Although there was little time or
opportunity for other activities, some of these included continuing as a Trustee of Wood
Green Animal Shelters and as a member of their Animal Welfare Advisory Group,
continuing as a Council Member of the British Veterinary Association representing the
Eastern Counties Veterinary Society, part time teaching and examining in cattle and pig
medicine and in small animal reproduction in the Department of Clinical Veterinary
Medicine, examining for the Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons Membership
Examination 2003 and 2004, taking part in careers events at the Perse School Cambridge
and Gresham’s School Holt and acting as Sidesman at St Mary’s Church, Over. He also
published a paper on ‘Clinical Examination of the Abdomen of Adult Cattle’ in In
Practice.

Professor Paul Luzio continued as Director of the Cambridge Institute for Medical
Research (CIMR), housed in the Wellcome Trust/MRC Building on the Addenbrooke’s
Hospital Site. He also continued his experimental work on the endocytic membrane
traffic pathways which enable uptake of extracellular macromolecules into mammalian
cells for nutritional and other purposes. The progress of his research work was recorded
in the publication of 2 papers in Molecular Biology of the Cell, one in each of EMBO Reports,
Antimicrobial Agents and Chemotherapy and Traffic plus a review in Trends in Cell Biology.
During the year he was awarded a 5 year MRC Research Grant (as a renewal of his
previous Programme Grant) entitled “ Molecular cell biology of post-Golgi membrane
traffic pathways”. Professor Luzio was appointed Chair of the Faculty Board of Clinical
Veterinary Medicine from October 2003, served as a member of the University’s Review
of the Personnel Division and also served on the Research Councils’ Individual Merit
Promotion Panel. He was external examiner for BSc Biochemistry at the University of
Aberdeen and examined PhDs at the Universities of London, Oslo, Cork and the Open
University. He was an invited speaker at the Biochemical Society Annual Symposium
(Glasgow), at the second international workshop on ‘Lysosome-related organelles’
(Lisbon, Portugal), and at the Institute for Molecular Oncology, Milan. In May 2004
Professor Luzio was elected by the Governing Body to succeed Sir Brian Heap as Master
of St Edmund’s College from October 2004.

Dr Helen Mason remained busy with her research activities as a co-investigator on the
very successful Solar and Heliospheric Observatory (SOHO). She also worked closely
with schools. Dr Mason holds a Royal Society partnership with Mike Cripps, Head of
Science at Neatherd High School in Norfolk. Their project, called ‘Our Star’, provided
solar observing equipment to pupils, with which they have been able to capture some
spectacular images of the Sun. They had an exhibit of their work at the Royal Society’s
Science Exhibition in summer 2004. Dr Mason has also participated in several projects
with the Millennium Maths Project, in particular the MOTIVATE video conferences
linking schools in the UK and overseas. She and Dr Carolin Crawford, from the Institute
of Astronomy, linked up with schools in the UK and South Africa for a conference on
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the Transit of Venus. Helen was over in Cape Town for the Transit of Venus (8th June
2004), at a sleepover at the MTN science centre, with lots of African school students! Her
trip was co-ordinated through the African Institute for Mathematical Sciences
(www.aims.ac.za/aimssec), which has close links with Cambridge. She also went on a
motivational tour around schools in the economically disadvantaged regions (former
townships), organised by the University of the Western Cape. It was an amazing
experience.

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Dr Brian Stanley was busy during the year in his role as editor, jointly with Dr Sheridan
Gilley of the University of Durham, of volume 8 of The Cambridge History of Christianity,
‘World Christianities, c. 1815–1914’, to be published by Cambridge University Press in
January 2006. His publications included six articles for the Oxford Dictionary of National
Biography (Oxford University Press, 2004), and five for Religion in Geschichte und
Gegenwart (J. C. B. Mohr, 2004). With Professor R. E. Frykenberg of the University of
Wisconsin-Madison he remains general editor of the series, Studies in the History of
Christian Missions, published by Wm. B. Eerdmans. Dr Stanley also delivered the
Frederick Kershner Lectures at Emmanuel School of Religion, Johnson City, Tennessee,
in April 2004.

The Senior Tutor’s View of St Edmund’s College 
2003–2004

Student numbers have remained at about 300 and although we are building a new
accommodation block (as I am sure many of you have already realised) we are aiming
to keep numbers at about 300.  The smaller size of St Edmund’s is one of its many
strengths and I am often touched by how many people remark on the friendliness of the
College and the students.  I am also pleased to report that we are still enjoying a hugely
international flavour with about sixty countries represented in all, and I think we would
all agree that this diversity makes St Edmund’s the richer.  The College is still gaining in
its academic reputation and I hope that this year will continue to see us grow in this
area. Our Graduate Students undertaking the LLM and Part III Maths Tripos have again
excelled.  We again achieved 16 firsts overall and I was pleased to see a strong Arts
influence, as well as the traditional Science subjects.

My first impulse is to turn around and go back to sleep but a little
voice in the back of my head tells me that seven really strong and large guys, who know
where I live, will be really angry if I don’t show up at the boathouse in thirty minutes.

And frankly, as soon as I change into my too-tight-rowing-leotard-which-should-not be-
seen-in-the-light-of-day, find my way through the quiet streets, and get into the boat, I
feel power of seven friends as we glide along the rising sun and know why I am doing
this. For a good feeling. For St Edmund’s College.

Whatever it is, as last
year’s captain he made us win a blade at the Lent Bumps: the first time for a St Edmund’s
non-blues Crew in College history!

He belongs to the bigger and bigger growing group
of St Edmund’s fans who never miss an Eddies bop and love to spend their time up here.
The bar is full of people and Niko is amazed by the fact that everyone knows each other.
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He drinks a few pints and shares a few laughs with Steve and Douglas and only after re-
counting an embarrassing New Hall experience does he find out that they are Fellows.
What…? Fellows and students in the same bar having a nice chat? Where are the
Cambridge formalities?

The formalities are there. But they result in respect for each other and come up at
ceremonial occasions rather than in a visible or invisible line between Fellows and
students. St Edmund’s Fellows get their respect for their outstanding personalities and
academic authority rather than for the aura of non-approachability created by institutions
like a high table. This makes the academic and personal exchange here possible without
a paralysing fear of contact. But as a frequent and professional Formal Hall hopper I can
assure every sceptic that although St Edmund’s might not have the Harry Potterish ceiling
of the St John’s Hall, one will not find a more solemn Formal Hall than ours anywhere
else in Cambridge. It is the relative rarity of the event that makes it so special. Unlike
other Colleges who every night rush a bunch of people through the assembly line of a
Formal hall, every formal dinner at St Edmund’s is special.

So why am I telling all these stories about St Edmund’s people? Because this attempts to
exhibit the secret of St Edmund’s College. It is the mixture of people from all over the
world who all, as mature students, have interesting experiences and stories to tell. It is
the open and friendly environment and the size of the College that gives the opportunity
to make them all get to know and learn from each other. It is the family pattern for
people from all different backgrounds to find a new home. St Edmund’s College is a
vision of how living peacefully together in a world of diversity might be possible. And it
immunizes my body against the flu for an entire year each October after two weeks of
suffering from viruses from all over the world brought in by new students.

It is after 11.30 pm now, I am sitting in the St Edmund’s library with a handful of people
and think about ending this text with the Bonhoeffer quote from the Great Britain –
Germany Millenium Friendship Garden. It translates into something like “Holy Spirit,
give me the love for God and the people that destroys all hate and bitterness”. It would
fit well and touches me as a German since the garden stands for international
understanding to overcome what my grandparents’ generation did to the world. But I
decide not to. It would be too elevated and I think I would rather go to bed since I have
to row tomorrow: for my St Edmund’s College.

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Encounters at St Edmund’s

Maybe the most intensely felt moment during my time at St Edmund’s College was at a
Conversazione given by Vasant and Jeeva. Vasant is from India and Jeeva is from
Pakistan. They come from two countries which regularly threaten each other with
nuclear annihilation. However, in the Okinaga Room I heard and Indian and a Pakistani
who were not asking ‘Who is to blame?’ but ‘Where does our common future lie?’.

In some instances they disagreed. In other moments it visibly cost them an effort to
make a concession to the position of the other.  Sometimes they did not have answers
to many questions of their audience. How could two students solve the complex
problems which were left by aristocrats from Kashmir, Pakistani generals, Indian
politicians, and diplomats from Whitehall to Washington? The overwhelming weight
that burdened the history of their people was almost palpable in the Okinaga Room on
that day. Nevertheless Vasant and Jeeva were joined together by their determination to
explain the mutual hatred of their nations. To explain it together was in this case almost
a therapeutic act. Far away from the valleys of Kashmir a small step was taken to
overcoming the hatred between Pakistan and India.

Jeeva’s and Vasant’s talk impressed me strongly. However, their talk was only one of the
many moments of reconciliation at a college which brings together students from almost
all countries of our globe. Admissions at St Edmund’s are based on academic
achievement. ‘Good physics’ and ‘good medicine’ do not have nationalities. Nor do they
have religions or ethnicities. Nevertheless, simply by choosing the best, St Edmund’s often
brings students together from nations which have a past or present of conflict and war.

There are students from areas of recent conflict, for example Kosovo and Serbia or India
and Pakistan. But there are also students from countries that fought brutally in the past.
At one Norfolk Dinner I sat next to a student from South Korea. He had met his fiancée
at St Edmund’s. She was from Japan. When they went to his home country for the first
time together he showed her the silent witness of the Japanese occupation. He took her
to museums and to memorial sites which commemorate the cruelties committed in the
period. He told me how she cried when she learned about the past which was not taught
to her in her school in Japan. Again, two students of St Edmund’s were trying to
understand the hatred of the past. In this case the effort to understand together was
again part of a project for the future.

I am myself from a nation that has fought against virtually all major nations during the
last hundred years. Countries as distant as Uruguay have been at war with Germany.
Memorials for German soldiers can be found from Tanzania to Norway. Japan might be
the only major country which never declared war on Germany. Unfortunately this was
not due to German or Japanese pacifism.

I have myself experienced moments in which the belligerent history of my nation became
part of the present at St Edmund’s. Once, over a coffee in the morning with two friends
from college, we started to talk about our grandparents. One of my friends is French, the
other German. The experiences of the grandparents was different but oddly similar. They
shared the experience of war and occupation. One was a soldier and a member of an
expeditionary corps in North Africa. One was a member of the French resistance
movement who was arrested and brought to the concentration camp of Buchenwald.
Luckily both survived the war. They could tell their stories to their grandchildren who
then told them to each other on that morning at St Edmund’s College.

It is however, not a coincidence that these enriching exchanges take place at St
Edmund’s. The College and many of its senior members have firmly committed
themselves to the promotion of German-British friendship. Like France and Germany,
Britain and Germany have a history of brutal wars. German and British soldiers
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slaughtered each other in the battles of the First World War. In the Second World War,
the Luftwaffe did its best to destroy as many British cities as it could. Later in that war,
the Royal Air Force helped the United States Air Force to reduce all major cities of
Germany to ashes.

The Master, Professor Frowen, Professor von Beckerath, and many other members of the
College have contributed to the initiatives that exist at St Edmund’s to promote German-
British friendship. Indeed, the commitment at St Edmund’s to the cause of German-
British friendship is impressive. Despite the small size and the limited resources of the
College, more is done here than in any other Cambridge college. The relationship
between the two nations continues to be burdened by the past. Many stereotypes and
prejudices in both countries date back to the war and its propaganda. A place of learning
and rational reflection is without any doubt an appropriate setting to overcome
prejudice. Only through conscious efforts such as those undertaken at St Edmund’s can
a true friendship be fostered. The strong ties that have been promoted between the
people of France and Germany must serve as an encouragement for the future of
British-German friendship.

A friendship garden has been built as a symbol for the spirit of healing and reconciliation
that animates St Edmund’s. This friendship garden commemorates German and British
history. It is a sign of hope for the future of the relation between these two countries.
However, in the context of St Edmund’s it is a garden for the friendship of all nations. It
is not only a symbol of friendship but it is also a place that encourages encounters of
individuals of all nations who share for a period of their lives the experience of being a
student at St Edmund’s.

St Edmund’s College Boat Club

Men’s Squad Report

The start of every rowing year finds any SECBC captain desperately trying to recruit
potential rowers. This year did not differ much. Half of the previous year’s 1st VIII had
disappeared. With the aim of competing in the Fairbairn Race at the end of the
Michelmas term, I scouted out 3 people who had rowed in the infamous 3rd Mays VIII
2003, added a complete novice with an at least superficial sporting interest and the
right weight/height/shoulder ratios for oarsmanship (the way I was recruited 3 years
ago) and added them to the crew. However, our problems where not over yet. New
facilities, eight ergs, a gym, two sets of cleaver-blades and a refurbished women’s boat
made up the SECBC’s armoury. What’s more, in addition to a 1st VIII we had a novice
VIII keen to brave cold early mornings. However, the men were boat-less – so we
rented a restricted wooden VIII from Trinity Hall and took to the water. The absence
of a readily available coach meant throwing the less experienced rowers between the
experienced ones and applying a lot of the old “shut-up, watch and learn” method. The
1st VIII managed 3 outings a week and the novice VIII, despite the coaching problem
not altogether solved, averaged 1 a week. The use of Trinity Hall’s 8 ergs proved both
a blessing and a nightmare. For the first time in the club’s history we were able to
conveniently and consistently monitor the crew’s fitness (individually and
collectively). Moreover, regular 5km tests forced all of us to better our times; in a crew
of eight no one wants to be the weakest. Of course the ‘nightmare’ part was that come
rain, wind, snow, red flags or rowers not showing up (due to personal or academic
commitments – otherwise we had 100% attendance) the practice proceeded on land.
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Come race day, the 1st VIII completed the Fairbairns course – 4.3km, the longest race
on the Cam – in 17 minutes and 22 seconds. This was a more than pleasing
achievement considering it was only 6 seconds off the 2002 result, where the crew was
considerably more experienced and rowed in a much lighter ‘plastic’ shell. The scene
for Lent Bumps success was set.

No one likes to or should blame equipment. It was clear that to avoid that and to
enhance our chances for future racing success we needed a lighter shell. An extensive
search (with limited funds!) led (after several weeks) to Churchill College Boat House.
A few days later, one cold December Saturday afternoon, after the end of the Michelmas
term the men’s squad inspected an old(ish) Sims’ Racing Shell: a heavyweight men’s,
hybrid boat (i.e plastic body, wooden bracing). To cut a long story short, we were back
come the beginning of the Lent term, as proud owners, flipping the boat into the Cam
and rowing down to Trinity Hall boathouse. After a whole Saturday morning devoted to
minor repairs, cosmetic touches and stripping of all signs of pink (Churchill colours),
including the original name (‘Smart Alec’), the latest ‘ED1’ was on the water. However,
once again academia had deprived us of two rowers.

The 2nd men’s VIII, in addition to their coaching predicaments, now also had to give up
2 of its most able rowers. With just over six weeks to go for the Lent Bumps 2004, the
1st VIII started its training. From my point of view anything less than four bumps would
have been disappointing. Those who had rowed in the previous year’s Lent crew (blades
in 2003) felt the same. The newer rowers felt the thirst for victory. However, no one
thought it would be easy. The boat had two rowers that had not noviced in a race yet
and three others that had no (or barely no), bumps experience. Despite this six weeks
later we were once again on that starting line. We lined-up the freshly painted bow of
ED1 (first time any SECBC men’s boat had Eddies’ colours) with Wolfson 2nd VIII’s stern
and gave it our best shot. Forty or so strokes later, we pulled into the bank; so did
Wolfson! That first bump set the scene for the remaining three days. Solid preparation,
good oarsmanship and perseverance meant that each day we bumped within 50 strokes,
never giving the opposition a chance and forcing boats and coaches from the higher
divisions to admit Ed’s are an upcoming force to be reckoned with. The end of Lent term
2004 found the Men’s 1st VIII two ranks below the top of the Lents 4th division (ready
to move on to the 3rd in 2005) and hanging another blade up in the bar.

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Finally the May Bumps 2004 displayed the perfect opportunity for SECBC to embed its
true colours in every boatie’s mind for ever. We entered three men’s crews.
Unfortunately and despite a term of commendable preparation, the 2nd and 3rd Men’s
VIIIs failed to qualify during the Getting on Race. However, it must be noted that they
were not too far down the list of boats that did not qualify and had the divisions not been
cut shorter (due to new CUCBC rules) both crews would most probably have qualified.
Also, the hard work of these crews did not go to waste. The 1st VIII had lost – once again
– two of its key rowers. This presented a minor practical setback when it came to
training, solved however by using rowers from the 2nd and 3rd VIII. Come the races we
replaced them with other key rowers from the local scene. Nate Kirk (stroke of the 2004
Blue boat) and Andrew Shannon (current CUBC president and member of 2004 Blue
crew) hopped in the boat a few days before the start of bumps and provided the final
piece of ‘oomph’ needed for a crew near the top of the 3rd May division. Day one saw
Selwyn II go down without too much opposition. In day two we crept up behind Christ’s
II to bump them even though they had a slight overlap with Homerton in front of them
(as a result this was named Bump of the Mays 2004 by the TCS newspaper). Early in the
race on Day 3 not only did we bump Homerton but ‘beached’ them; their bow up to seat
no. 4 found itself on the bank just after the ‘short reach.’ Day four is the one which is
still hard to swallow. In race which “took place amidst a biblical downpour” [to quote
the Darwin captain], Darwin narrowly escaped the taste of our bow by one quarter of a
length. In doing so they managed to deprive us of a Mays Blade. However, we did move
up three spaces and the 1st VIII is now on the 3rd rank of the 3rd Mays division, the
highest we have ever been!

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Celebrating at the Athens Olympics

Representing Australia at the Athens Olympics was like playing a game of pool in the
‘Eddies’ Combination Room, people coming together from across the globe, competing
in the true spirit of sportsmanship, bonding seamlessly in accordance with the Olympic
creed: the important thing is not to win but to take part, just as the important thing in
life is not the triumph but the struggle. 

Well, having finished second at the Sydney Olympics and now third in Athens, I would
like to think it’s my continued commitment to the Olympic movement that has inhibited
my ability to win. Clearly that’s not the case, but a nice thought all the same. The USA
and Dutch eights deservedly eclipsed us by 2.5 seconds.

Moreover it awakened the
greater need to celebrate. Here my St Edmunds background served me well.

Celebrating in Athens could only
be described as a beachside Eddies
bop, where the added lure of free
drinks ensured all were well
fuelled for good times. The local
coastline was littered with
countless open-air ‘tavernas’,
providing the ideal location for an
eclectic bunch of athletes to party
the night away. Here the athlete’s
accreditation was indispensable, it
quickly earned the title of ‘fun-
passport’ as queues were easily
bypassed and entry almost
anywhere was immediately
granted. Sports Illustrated and Red
Bull among others hosted
spectacular, lavishly-supplied
parties, where an array of athletes
and celebrities including Brad Pitt,
Carl Lewis and Mary Donaldson
(princess of Denmark and loyal
Australian) mingled freely.

I certain wasn’t the only St
Edmund’s operative at these
soirées, however.

Athens competing for Britain,

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Ball of fun

The May Ball held on 18 June 2004 was a joint Ball with Lucy Cavendish College. The
theme was a Venetian Masked Ball and the various entertainments which were located
at St Edmund’s were preceded by a dinner at Lucy Cavendish. 

St Edmund’s and the Big Bang

Possibly the most academically distinguished former member of St Edmund’s was the
Catholic priest Georges LeMaitre, often referred to as the father of the Big Bang theory
of the universe. Georges Henri LeMaitre was born in Charleroi, Belgium in 1894 and
died in 1966. By the time of his death he had received many international prizes
including the very first Eddington medal awarded by the Royal Astronomical Society
and was President of the Pontifical Academy of Sciences. After serving in the Belgium
artillery in World War I, Georges LeMaitre was ordained as a priest in 1923 and then
came to Cambridge in 1923–24 to work with Arthur Eddington, director of the
observatory.  Here LeMaitre reviewed the general theory of relativity. In 1925 he became
a part time lecturer at the Universite Catholique de Louvain and in 1927 published his
work on the expanding universe, explaining it within the framework of the general
theory of relativity. Albert Einstein is said to have led a standing ovation at one of
LeMaitre’s seminars saying ‘This is the most beautiful and satisfactory explanation of
creation to which I have ever listened.’ But, he is also said to have told Georges ‘Your
calculations are correct, but your grasp of physics is abominable.’

Chapel Report

The College chapel is rightly recognised as one of the most simple and attractive in the
University of Cambridge. It is used by students of different religious persuasions for
reflection and prayer. One telling sign is to see students taking pleasure in showing it to
their parents, families and friends. As usual, it remains a place in which we express our
hopes and anxieties, our pain and joy. 

Dr Simon Boniface: The untimely death of Dr Simon Boniface on 27 November 2003
cast a sombre mood over the celebrations for the end of term. Simon was a consultant
neurophysiologist and had been a Fellow of the College since 1994. A memorial service
was held at Saint Paul’s church on 9 December. The funeral took place in the College
chapel on 10 December and was conducted by the Revd Michael Beckett, vicar of Saint
Paul’s, the Revd Philipa King, team rector of the parish of the Ascension, and myself. The
chapel was packed for the sad occasion and, apart from members of Simon’s family,
several Fellows were present. Interment followed at the parish of the Ascension’s
cemetery on All Saints Lane (formerly Saints Giles and Peter). This burial in a cemetery
which is virtually full was arranged through the good offices of the Vice-Master and
Philipa King. The memorial service on 6 March 2004 was a happier event when Simon’s
family, friends and colleagues returned to the College for a celebration of his memory.
Dr Neil Hunt, a friend and medical colleague, gave a moving account of Simon’s life and
contribution to the medical world.  Refreshments were provided for the guests directly
after the memorial service.
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Marriage of Dr Andy Harter and Miss Lily Bacon: One of the last celebrations of the
summer was the joyful occasion of the marriage of Lily Bacon and Dr Andy Harter on
Saturday 18 September 2004. On a beautiful afternoon the two families and a large
number of friends and colleagues took part in the ceremony, which was conducted by
the Revd Philipa King and myself. Several Fellows assembled for the marriage of one of
their colleagues. The ceremony was followed by the wedding reception in the dining hall
and afterwards guests repaired to a marquee in the College grounds. 

Feast of Saint Edmund of Abingdon: The feast was celebrated on 21 November, when
the guest preacher was the distinguished scientist and theologian, the Revd Canon John
Polkinghorne, KBE, Ph.D., ScD, FRS, formerly president of Queens’ College (1989–96)
and an Honorary Fellow of this College. The celebration of the patronal feast attracted a
sizeable congregation.  

Ecumenical events

Christian Unity Week, 2004: The customary arrangements were made during the week
of special prayer for Christian Unity (17–25 January). Fr Robert Ombres, OP, novice-
master of the local Dominican community and lecturer at Blackfriars in Oxford,
delivered an excellent homily at a special ecumenical service on 19 January 2004.
Although Robert is one of the finest preachers in the area, attendance was disappointing,
a significant decrease on the previous eleven years. Robert has since been appointed to
the priory of Santa Sabina in Rome as the procurator general of the Dominicans, their
liaison with the Holy See. The Revd Rhiannon Jones, an Anglican priest and member of
a local ecumenical partnership in Huntingdon, has the distinction of being the first
female priest to preach in our chapel on Sunday 25 January, the ordinary Sunday Mass.
Her homily was well received and she enjoyed meeting members of the congregation
after Mass. In addition to the two guest preachers, the Revd Colin Honey delivered a
lecture on ‘Methodism in Australia – a faceless movement’ (the image is of a watch
movement: in Methodism’s case it continues to be effective but without a structured
identity)” on 21 January 2004. 

Anglican members of the College: Professor Allen Brent, a senior member of the College,
celebrated the Eucharist for Anglican members of the College once a term. This is
attended by a relatively small group, which includes some people whom Allan brings to
the College. In the new year it is planned that celebration should be switched from
Saturdays to a weekday.

Taizé services: Sister Gemma Simmonds, CJ, organised Taizé services on 2 November 2003
and 29 February 2004. These meditative services are the most popular of the ecumenical
services and regularly attract in the region of 20 people, some of whom are not members
of the College. They are advertised in the Faculty of Divinity and at Fisher House.

The Carol Service: The Advent Carol Service was held on 5 December before the second
of the Christmas dinners. Sister Gemma Simmonds worked hard with the choir to
prepare music of good quality.  Participation in the service was good and I remain
grateful to Sr Gemma for all her energetic and skilful preparation.   

Vespers: The experiment of holding Vespers on a Sunday evening was continued and
there were two celebrations. The first was on 8 February 2004, when the guest preacher
was the Revd Colin Honey. The second was on 6 June 2004, when the guest preacher
was the Revd Professor Allen Brent. The number of people present remains on the
modest side.
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Bible study: For some years this has been faithfully led by Tsenolo Loretholi.  After some
years of relatively good attendance, numbers remain relatively low. Experience shows
that this event fluctuates from year to year. 

Morning prayer: although this is advertised on the Chapel card, attendance is on the
modest side. 

Lectures: Intellectual stimulus on aspects of the Christian tradition was provided each
term. There were three lectures in the Michaelmas term. The Revd Professor Tomáš
Halík, DD (a professor of Charles University in Prague and a Visiting Fellow), delivered
a stimulating lecture entitled: “The Experience of an Underground Priest in
Czechoslovakia (1977–89)”, on 12 October 2003. This was given to a packed Okinaga
room on the first Sunday of full term and offered a moving account of the circumstances
of the Church under the Communist regime. Dr Damian Leader, (formerly a Visiting
Scholar and the author of A History of the University of Cambridge, I, The University to 1546),
gave a lecture on “Medieval Cambridge” on 15 October 2003. Dr David Sim (senior
lecturer in the Faculty of Theology at the Australian Catholic University) addressed the
topic of “The Failed Christian Mission to the Jews: In Defence of the Jewish Position”on
12 November 2003. The Lent term saw the return of Revd Dr Robert Kaggwa, MAfr
(Visiting Scholar and Senior Research Assistant at the Von Hügel Institute), to the
College. He spoke on “The Holy Spirit in a Pluralist World. Rethinking gender, ethnic
and interreligious issues”, on 19 February 2004. In the Easter term there were two
presentations: Wilson Poon (Professor of Condensed Matter Physics, School of Physics,
The University of Edinburgh and Visiting Fellow of the College), considered “Towards a
Theology of Science: Some less trodden biblical paths”, on 27 May 2004. Dr Séverine
Deneulin (Research Associate at the Centre for the Study of Faith in Society in the Von
Hügel Institute), gave a lecture entitled “Faith and Social Change in El Salvador:
Romero, 25 years after”, on 8 June 2004.

Music

Choir: Sister Gemma Simmonds, CJ, worked wonders with a small choir which
produced music of a good quality on the special occasions during full term. Members of
the choir were Sister Josette Zammit-Mangion, IBVM, Louise Hickman, Tsenolo
Loretholi, the Revd Dr James Sweeney, CP, Professor Terence McLaughlin and Mrs
Susan Wilson. A special lunch was arranged for the choir on Sunday 13 June 2004.  

Organ Scholar: Jamie Barron, a member of Jesus College, is in his second year as our
current Organ Scholar. He is much appreciated by members of the choir and the Sunday
congregation.  He also plays the organ on occasions when new Fellows and students are
inaugurated. He gave a recital on 26 February 2004, arranged in conjunction with the
College’s Musical Society. It is hoped that recitals might be held on a regular basis.  At
the end of the year there was unanimity that Jamie’s contract should be renewed for a
further year.

During the vacations I am pleased to draw upon the services of Malcolm Hooson. Dr
Jacqueline Mitton played the organ for the first (vigil) Mass of Christmas and for the
Easter vigil. 
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The Sunday Mass

Guest preachers at the Sunday Mass: The new academic year brought some priests to the
College as students of Visiting Scholars or Fellows. This combination with some guest
preachers from outside the College offered a rich array of preachers for our Sunday
Mass. Philip Atkinson (a member of College), Michael Barnes, SJ (alumnus and lecturer
at Heythrop College), Russell Frost (former assistant at Our Lady and English Martyrs
and now parish priest of Saint Mary Magdalen, Ipswich), Professor Patrick Hannon
(alumnus and lecturer at the National University of Ireland, Maynooth), Robert Kaggwa,
MAfr (Visiting Scholar and Senior Research Assistant at the Von Hügel Institute), John
Patrick Kenrick, OP (Blackfriars, Cambridge), Micheál Mac Craith, OFM (Professor of
Irish at the National University of Ireland in Galway and Visiting Fellow), Gerald Moore,
OFM (former missionary in El Salvador), Larry Nemer, SVD (alumnus and President of
the Missionary Institute at Mill Hill) and Patrick Shanahan, MAfr all preached and
presided at the Sunday Mass during full term; some of them did so in two or more terms.
The Revd Dr James Sweeney, CP, presided and preached each term as well as a couple
of other Sundays during the vacation. The Revd Dr Geoffrey Cook preached on two
Sundays during full term. 

Children’s liturgy: in the last couple of years the number of young families attending the
Sunday Mass has increased.  I am grateful to Dr Bernadette O’Keeffe for agreeing to give
instruction to some of the younger members of the community. She is ably assisted by
Debbie Sabric, one of our doctoral students.

Weekday Mass: the presence of a good number of priests in the College ensured that the
weekday Masses were celebrated daily at 6.30pm. Frs Philip Atkinson, Micheál Mac
Craith, OFM, James Sweeney, CP, and Robert Kaggwa, MAfr all took it in turn to
celebrate the Mass just before dinner in full term. It was also possible to have a
celebration on most Saturday evenings in the year. I remain grateful to all these priests.
Every effort was made to provide a daily Mass, but this did depend on the availability of
priests in residence. 

Baptisms: There were three Baptisms associated with the College in the course of the
year. Madeleine Honor Foster was baptised during Mass on the feast of Corpus Christi,
10 June 2004. Her father, William, is a Fellow of Selwyn College, whose Vice-Master,
the Revd Professor John Morrill was a sponsor. Charlotte Rachel Ellen Chadwick-Jones
was baptised on 7 August 2004. I had conducted her parents’ wedding in 2001. She is
the granddaughter of Professor John Chadwick-Jones, formerly a visiting Fellow of the
College. Jemima Elizabeth Anne Ludwig was baptised in the College chapel on 19
September 2004. She is the granddaughter of John and Anne Gleave. As an emeritus
Fellow, John warmly welcomed members of his family to his College chapel for the
joyful occasion. 

Sacristy: some years ago the sacristy was divided in order to provide additional
accommodation for students. However, serious thought should now be given to the
provision of sufficient space for the proper care of everything associated with the liturgy,
including less cramped surroundings for visiting clergy.  

Finances

Sunday collections: The chapel’s tradition for generosity towards a range of charitable
causes continues to be much in evidence. Between 6 July 2003 and 27 June 2004 the
sum of £7, 969.39 was collected. The principal charities to benefit were Cambridge
Women’s Aid, CAFOD, The Passage in Westminster, Street Children in Ghana, the Save
the Children Fund, and the Orphanage in India. Dr Roland Randall, a Fellow of Girton
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College and our Director of Studies in Geography, made two appeals for the Cogwheel
Trust, which produced £404.57. 

Post of Director of Music: the College is now close to the time when it might fulfil one
of my long-standing aspirations, mentioned in a chapel report of a decade ago. During
the course of the year the Dean’s Committee considered the growing need for someone
to assume responsibility for the musical contribution to the liturgical life of the chapel.
Up to now I have been fortunate in being able to draw upon the services of a succession
of talented and generous volunteers.

Financial support for a new post: the generosity of the members of the Sunday
congregation was demonstrated when the organ was purchased in 1999.  Some made
personal bequests as well as their contributions to the regular collections for that fund.
In the last financial year the monthly collections for the Chapel Musical Fund raised
nearly £1400. This level of support could allow the Chapel to fund the post of a Director
of Music who might initially provide music for the main occasions in the College chapel.

General expression of thanks: members of the Dean’s Committee have provided me with
advice and encouragement and I am grateful to them. This summer saw the retirement
of the twelfth Master, Sir Brian Heap, who has contributed a great deal to the religious
life of the College in the last eight years. His interests in ethical and environmental issues
are well known and he has done much to promote these. His advice on musical matters
has been much appreciated and he gave strong backing for the campaign to generate
funds for the purchase of the new organ. The life of the chapel is enriched by many
people who give generously of their time, talents and resources. I remain indebted to
many different individuals and families.

Von Hügel Institute Report

This has been a year of considerable change and re-structuring for the VHI following a
review of the Institute which was carried out in the previous academic year and the
retirement of its Director the Revd Dr Frank Carey. We have nevertheless maintained a
vigorous programme of research and have prepared firm ground for development over
the next few years.

Revd Dr Frank Carey

This report has to begin with appreciation for all that Frank Carey has done in his period
as Director to widen the vision of the VHI and its international network of friends and
collaborators. With his long experience in Zambia and his practical and theoretical grasp
of issues to do with human development in countries of the South, it was natural that
Frank should seek to extend the mission of the VHI to address issues of justice, poverty
and violence in the developing world and to an understanding of the processes and
indicators of human development in this context. The conferences and seminars which
he initiated (ably assisted by Dr Flavio Comim, Dr Angels Varea and Dr Séverine
Deneulin) became centrepieces of the work of the Institute and attracted leading
scholars from across the world. His legacy is an important one which all of us in the VHI
are committed to sustaining and developing – and we hope that Frank will soon be
returning from his travels to work alongside us to this end.
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The College Review

The report of the Review Committee established by Council to consider the future of
the VHI made two especially important recommendations. First, it was to be re-
structured around a number of research centres, each with its own Director. Secondly,
it was to move over the next three years or so to become self financing, including in
this the payment to the College of an economic rent for its accommodation in the
White Cottage.

The re-structuring

The re-structuring has issued so far in the establishment of three centres within the VHI: 

• the Centre for the Study of Faith in Society (FiS) co-directed by Dr Bernadette
O’Keeffe and Revd Dr James Sweeney CP;

• the Centre for Sustainability and Capability (CSC) directed by Dr Flavio Comim);
and

• the Centre for Educational Research and Development (CERD) directed by
Professor David Bridges).

All Associates of the VHI are now attached to one of these centres. The activity of the
VHI is, therefore, very largely constituted by the activity of these largely autonomous
centres, and these will report separately below. Each centre is responsible for its own
research programme and for its financial viability, including its annually agreed
contribution to VHI central funds, primarily for accommodation. We have adopted an
initial approach which keeps this central contribution to a minimum in order to avoid
imposing a financial burden on the centres. On this model the only secretarial and
administrative support available will lie with the individual centres.

The first two centres (FiS and CSC) take forward the main lines of research which were
already established in the VHI. The third (CERD) consolidates and extends some projects
which were already going on within the VHI.

The centres share:

• a commitment to research which addresses issues of social exclusion, poverty,
injustice and violence;

• a commitment to forms of research which give voice to those who are socially
excluded and subject to injustice;

• an interest in inter-disciplinary research;

• a commitment to exploring the relationship between faith and social policy and,
more specifically Christian and Catholic teaching and social policy.

We intend, therefore, to maintain dialogue between the centres, and some associates
will participate in the activities of more than one of them.
The VHI as a whole contains a remarkable academic resource which extends from
natural science through development economics, sociology, political theory,
ethnography and history to philosophy and theology. Part of our agenda will be to
explore the issues which are raised at the interface between these different disciplines
and their ontologies.

The first year of re-structuring has, then, seen the establishment of three centres within
the VHI. The development is, however, a dynamic one. It is possible that other centres
will join or grow out of the work of the VHI, or indeed that existing centres will move
out or be re-constituted. The foundation of the VHI, however, was around the
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commitment to exploring the relationship between Catholic teaching and social policy
and we acknowledge a special duty and commitment to retaining this as a central thread
of the work of the Institute.

Appointment of a Chair of the VHI

Following Frank Carey’s retirement, The College appointed Professor David Bridges
Chair of the Institute. He was also elected to a Fellowship of the College. The
appointment of a Chair rather than a Director reflects the fact that the major
responsibility for work within the Institute lies with the centre directors. The Chair’s role
in this last year has been primarily to establish the structure and relevant protocols and
to deal with matters at the interface between the centres, the overall budget and the
accommodation in the White Cottage itself as well as supporting the development of the
centres in any way he can. He has also chaired the VHI Committee.

MAIN CENTRAL ACTIVITIES OF THE VHI IN 2003–4

This part of the report relates to things which needed to be done to get the VHI
functioning in its new form. They included:

Refurbishing the White Cottage: 

The main downstairs room has been re-organised as a common space and hot-desking
area. The main upstairs room has been refurbished as an office for the Chair which
doubles up as a bookable meeting/seminar room. Another upstairs room has been re-
decorated and is now used as an office. A small room upstairs has been organised by CSC
as an archive for all the published work of Amartya Sen and Martha Nussbaum (see
p54). We are particularly grateful to the College Housekeeper, Val Brackley, for her help
in facilitating this and to Séverine Deneulin for her hard work and her personal care for
the White Cottage during the last year.

Developing a business plan

It took considerable time and effort by ourselves and by the Bursar, Paul Lloyd and
colleagues in the Finance Office to establish the precise financial position of the VHI. We
are grateful for the patience and assistance of all those involved. Along with this we
needed to develop projections for expenditure and income. We were greatly assisted in
this by Robert Keen, one of our associates. It was easier to estimate costs than to predict
precisely where the income would come from, but at least we are now clear what our
costs are likely to be over the next three years; we have a basis for attributing these to
individual centres; and we have what we believe to be realistic targets to aim for in terms
of our income generation. We are additionally grateful to Robert Keen for offering to
work with the VHI and FiS in particular to seek funding for our activities. Robert will be
with us full time for the Michaelmas Term.

Developing protocols

Along with the business planning we have developed procedures for dealing with
proposals for the establishment and approval of new centres; applications for
Associateships (and their approval through the College committee structure) and
approval of new project proposals. There is still some work to be done in this area to
streamline these processes, but we have made some progress.

CURRENT RESEARCH PROJECTS

1. Ethics, development and justice – Dr Séverine Deneulin – Research on the theory and
praxis of development and poverty reduction. The research seeks to build alternative
foundations of contemporary theories of justice and development in their capacity to
offer more adequate insights to the promotion of human well-being and the
transformation of unjust structures. 

2. Bioethics – Revd Colin Honey – Research on ethical and theological issues in medical
ethics. Two areas of focus: human cloning and issues arising from therapeutic stem cell
research; priorities in medical research and allocation of resources for treatment
(evaluation of actual priorities with reference to Christian principles of social justice).
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3. Ethnicities and exclusion – Dr Robert Kaggwa – Research addresses exclusion arising
from ethnic identities and on conflicts linked to the construction of cultural minorities
as ethnic ‘others’. Drawing from social sciences and contextual theologies, the research
inquires into the role played by ethnicity, gender and religion in the construction of
identity and the emergence of exclusion and conflict. 

4. Business Ethics – Mr Robert Keen – Long-term research into ways in which the
imperatives of corporate governance and performance expectations may be reconciled
with those of constituents’ interests in pursuit of the common good. It is anticipated that
a Discussion Paper describing the outcomes of this research will be published by the
summer of 2004 – the third in the Von Hügel Institute’s series. Completed a two-part
study, commissioned by Georgetown University, Washington, first into conceptual
linkages between Faith and commercial decision processes and, second, into the
potential of an American model of spiritual and social renewal – the Woodstock Business
Conference – to find acceptance in the UK. 

5. Catholic education, equality and justice – Dr Bernadette O’Keeffe – Research explores
the Catholic school and the wider community. Areas to be addressed include: The role
of the Catholic school in the wider community; Catholic schools and community
cohesion; the Catholic school as servant and partner in the local community; Catholic
schools, citizenship and civil society; developing pupils’ attitudes, values, sense of
community and their appreciation of other cultural traditions. 2. Society and Justice 

6. Contemporary approaches to evangelisation – Dr Jim Sweeney and Dr Clare Watkins,
Vice-Principal of the Margaret Beaufort Institute of Theology, to evaluate evangelisation
and renewal initiatives in the Roman Catholic Church in England and Wales, with
special reference to the degree to which they incorporate a commitment to justice and
social transformation. A consultation conference was held at Heythrop College in
December 2003, and funding is currently being sought.

7. Values and Participation – Dr Sweeney and Professor Kenneth Medhurst – research
on issues of social exclusion, participation and citizenship, changing social values, faith-
based social action, faith communities, church agencies and strategies, against the
background of economic globalisation and a global culture associated with the mass
media. Research has involved interviews in three cities (Bradford, Glasgow, Rotterdam). 

8. ‘A Matter of Faith’ – Research project led by Dr Sweeney and Dr O’Keeffe in
collaboration with Caritas–Social Action, the social agency of the Catholic Bishops’
Conference ‘A Matter of Faith’ seeks to explore the ‘value added’ by the faith-derived
values of Catholic charities in the delivery of effective family support services.

Justice Discussion Group 

The purpose of this discussion group is to foster dialogue between theologians,
philosophers and social scientists on issues of social justice. It meets on a bi-weekly basis.

The Centre in collaboration with the Margaret Beaufort Institute of Theology, Fisher
House (Catholic University Chaplaincy), Blackfriars Community and the Dean of St
Edmund’s College launched the Cambridge Catholic Acadmic Forum with a seminar in
May 2004 led by Professor Nicholas Boyle FBA (Professor of German Intellectual and
Literary History) on ‘The Disappearance of God from the English Cultural Scene’. The
forum will meet three times a year as a place of exchange on matters of common interest
and with a view to making academic resources available to Catholic Church authorities.

IN THE PLANNING STAGE

Faith and Development: Practice and Theory Forum 

Séverine Deneulin received a grant from the Department for International Development
(DFID) to organise a forum on faith and development on 26–27 November 2004. The
aim of the forum is to bring faith-based and secular development thinking into dialogue
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regarding issues of human well-being, individual freedom, solidarity, justice and
participation, and to generate a fruitful discussion between the theory and practice of
development.

Collaboration with Ridley Hall and the Christian Association of Business Executives

Robert Keen is involved in developing a programme of senior management workshops
on 21st century leadership attributes/ethics. A workshop is provisionally scheduled to
take place in St Edmund’s in 2005.

Address to Catholic peers and members of Parliament

Robert Keen is to address Catholic peers and members of Parliament on the political
value/relevance of Catholic Social Teaching in the House of Commons, 4 October 2004.

FiS business plan

Robert Keen drafted the VHI’s initial business development plan 2004–2006 and,
subsequently, a similar document for the Centre for the Study of Faith in Society. Robert
is now spending three months in Cambridge (from September to December 2004) to
dedicate himself to fundraising.

The Centre for Educational Research and Development (CERD) is the most recently
established of the three centres and will only become fully operational in 2004–5. It will
build upon work in the field of education which has already been developed in and
around the VHI including:

• a British Council supported link with Kaunas Technology University centred on
the theme which will be the title of a forthcoming publication: ‘Universities and
Society in Transition: the role of HE in regional and national development’
(McLaughlin and Bridges);
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• work on widening participation in higher education (Watts and Bridges); 

• work in the field of philosophy of education (McLaughlin and Bridges);

• work linking with CSC on Education and Capability (Bridges and Watts);

• work linking with FiS on religious and spiritual education (McLaughlin);

• work on traditional Church education in Ethiopia in the context of contemporary
educational development (Bridges):

• work in the history of education (Gardner).

This activity will be extended in the coming academic year through the contributions of
new associates – notably in the fields of social inclusion (O’Hanlon); the social function
of faith communities, religious education and philosophy of education (Elliott);
educational policy in international settings (Goodson and Perraton); narrativity and
identity (Goodson); widening participation (Mills) and distance education (Mills and
Perraton); and work in conjunction with FiS on religious and spiritual
education(McLaughlin) including an international invitation conference on
‘Commitment, Character and Citizenhip: Exploring Religious Schooling and Education
in Liberal Democratic Societies’ for which support has been sought from the Templeton
Foundation.

Report on the Templeton-funded Christians in Science (CiS)– St Edmund’s Lecture Series
on Science and Religion 

The objective of this project is to host a series of high-profile public lectures, followed by
private dinners with up to 22 invited guests to discuss with the lecturer front-line issues
of importance to society at the interface between science and religion. To open the
results of the lectures and the discussions to a broader audience we put them on a
website (www.st-edmunds.cam.ac.uk/cis).

This dual approach has proven to be extremely successful, and has succeeded in
engaging a wide variety of influential people in thinking about new issues in this area.
We have held events in Cambridge University at least once per term, and are covering
topics in both the physical and biological sciences and in matters of philosophy and
public affairs.

We plan to publish the collected series of both the lectures and the subsequent after-
dinner discussions in a single book so as to achieve wider circulation. The format of a
public lecture, followed by recorded and edited discussions with invited guests following
a dinner in St Edmund’s College, works well in engaging a wide range of people in
thinking about new issues of great importance to the future of society. We have speakers
already arranged through summer 2005, and are planning the following speakers now.

As this lecture series has become more widely known, we have attracted increasing
numbers both from the University and from outside it. Professor Alister McGrath has
attracted the largest audience to date. We rented the largest lecture theatre in
Cambridge, capable of holding 500+ people, and there were people sitting in the aisles
for this.

We have hosted the following 14 lectures, with a further 4 in the planning stage, to take
us through until Spring 2006. This is more than the 12 for which we originally budgeted.
We have been able to stretch the budget further because many helpers have freely given
of their time without payment.

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St Edmund’s House 1968–71 – a time of transition

In the summer of 1968 I graduated from St Andrew’s University with a degree in
chemistry. Earlier in the year I had approached Sir Alan Battersby, then Professor in
Organic Chemistry at Liverpool University, to act as supervisor for my doctoral research
in alkaloid chemistry. Very kindly he supported my application to the Scientific Research
Council for 3 years’ funding to investigate the biosynthesis of morphine and codeine in
the opium poppy, Papaver somniferum. I began working for my PhD in the autumn of
1968, using the botanical gardens at Ness on the Wirral whilst based in the Chemistry
Department laboratories at Liverpool University.

Soon after I started my PhD, Professor Battersby informed me that he would be moving
most of his research team to Cambridge (taking up a chair there) during 1968 / 69, and
that he would like me to be part of this group. It was intended that the move would be
phased over several months and, as part of this process, individual members of the team
needed to seek places within the Cambridge colleges.

I was approached by both Emmanuel and Trinity, but for a variety of reasons, I was
attracted by the idea of becoming a member of St Edmund’s House. I contacted the then
Tutor, Stanley Harries, who invited me to stay at the House on one of my frequent visits
to Cambridge during 1968. I remember with affection the friendly and warm welcome
I received from the Master, Canon Garrett Sweeney, from Stanley himself, and from
Bruce Elsmore (Praelector and Assistant Tutor) and others. I had no hesitation in
formally applying for a place at St Ed’s and during the next 2 ? years had no regrets
about my decision.

In 1968–9 there were some 12 Fellows and about 50 graduate students in the House.
The Fellows included David Wallace (Vice-Master and Bursar), Derek Holmes (Dean),
Peter King (Appeals Secretary) and Chris Rawlinson (Assistant Bursar), who was
responsible for organising Society Nights. Then, as now, there was no division between
‘high’ and ‘low’ tables – St Ed’s was a single community. Wives / husbands were entitled
to lunch or dine in Hall whenever they wished to do so. After the Community Mass on
Sundays families often stayed for lunch.

Roughly half of the students were clerics and there was a very international flavour to
the House’s membership. From the USA, for example, there were Dan Colibraro, Al
Panuska, Clarence Schubert, and Leander Blumlein; from Canada Ambrose Raftis, Ray
Lahey and Hugh McDougall; from Spain the two Xaviers – Beltran and Gorostiaga; and
from Taiwan C.F. Chen and Joe Ching.

I think that I was one of five postgraduates from the House who started PhDs in 1968.
We were enrolled in a variety of subjects, – Nick Lash (Theology), Bernard Sharratt
(English), Mike Casey and Bernard Buckley (Economics). Nick, Bernard and I were lucky
enough to receive research fellowships from the House at some stage in our PhD careers.

In those days, there were three high points during a typical week at St Ed’s – the 10.30
Community Mass on Sunday morning, the Tuesday night inter-disciplinary seminar in
the library and the Thursday night formal dinner (Society Night) in Hall. I believe that
Nick Lash started the seminars, which members of other colleges frequently attended.
One series of seminars was entitled ‘Proof and Evidence’. I was invited (persuaded /
cajoled) to make a presentation on one occasion – an experience which I found more
stressful than facing Ofsted inspections years later!

In the late 1960s the main building was L-shaped. One entered from the gravel drive
into a narrow hallway, with pigeon-holes on the right-hand side for students’ mail, and
a cubby-hole under the stairs on the left. The latter contained the one telephone
available for students to use. Moving from the entrance area, one could turn left down
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a small corridor to reach the chapel. The first door on the left in this corridor was the
secretarial office, presided over by Mrs Frances Robertson. The next room was occupied
by Herbert, the gardener, whose family had been friends of Wittgenstein. If one turned
right from the entrance hall, one found oneself in the Combination Room. Also on this
corridor was the Dean’s room. This was later (1971?) turned into the first students’ bar.
To reach Hall, one left the Combination Room by a door that led to a short cloister. This
felt like a wind tunnel in winter, as prospective diners would have to pause to collect
their personal napkins from the rack at the end of the cloister by the entrance to Hall.

During my time at St Ed’s it became clear that the House’s amenities were inadequate to
meet its growing and changing membership, and that this would be an on-going
challenge. In 1969 four garages were erected and one of them became a ‘temporary’
launderette. There was even talk of building a squash court at the back of this block to
improve indoor leisure facilities. 

Married students had first been accepted into the House by the Fellows in 1968 and it
was soon thought highly desirable to provide them with accommodation within the
grounds. A beginning was made in 1969 by dividing Nolan Cottage into two flats. Nolan
Cottage was a college property on a site in Mount Pleasant (no.16), near to Huntingdon
Road. However, the huge volume of continental traffic flowing through Cambridge from
the East Anglian ports, on its way to the Midlands and the North, meant at that time an
unending file of heavy goods vehicles pounding their way up Mount Pleasant under the
very windows of Nolan Cottage. This made life increasingly uncomfortable for the
couples concerned. De Vere Hotels, a development company that had already bought the
adjoining site on Huntingdon Road, made an unexpected offer to purchase the cottage.
The Fellows sold the property for £8000 – a considerable sum in those days. 

In order to provide substitute quarters for married students, an arrangement was made
with Jesus College to rent two of its newly built flats at 40 and 41 Malcolm Place, King
Street. This was of personal interest to me as I was intending to get married in September
1970. Eventually my wife, Gill, and I became the first occupants of no. 41 and spent the
first year of our married life there. The sub-letting of the Malcolm Place flats proved to
be a temporary expedient. In 1971 the Fellows began planning for the erection of a
number of units for married students within the College grounds – six maisonettes and
three flats.

Day to day living in the House was enlivened by the presence of a small community of
German Notre Dame nuns who ran the catering and domestic operations. Sister Oswalda
was in charge of the kitchens and Sister Iremengardis, ably assisted by a team of au pairs,
was responsible for the cleanliness of the fabric. Sister Iremengardis fought a losing
battle to keep the students up to the high standards of her native Bavaria!

There were a number of retired members of the University who resided in the House at
that time. Their company was much sought after during mealtimes in Hall as they had
a fund of amusing and informative anecdotes. My favourite dinner companions from
amongst them included Gerald Fitzgerald (‘Mr Fitz’), who had known many members
of the Bloomsbury Group (including Virgina Woolf), James Drescher who was a much-
travelled Egyptologist and Edwin Patterson who was a retired university librarian and
archivist.

The Master wanted very much to develop the extra-curricular community life of the
House. He was a keen sportsman and, in 1969, he persuaded Dominic Round to organise
a college boat for the Lent Races. He also persuaded me to get together a football XI,
which I managed to do with great difficulty due to a shortage of manpower aged thirty
or under! Dom Sebastian Moore (of Downside) volunteered to make up the team
numbers on one occasion. (‘I’m as old as Stanley Matthews but not as good’). The Canon
provided a team strip in his beloved Derby County colours and we played a series of
friendly fixtures. Tennis and croquet competitions were also popular in the summer –
usually followed by large plates of strawberries!
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The years at St Ed’s were happy ones and I look back with nostalgia. In the autumn of
1971 I successfully faced my viva and left the University. I received my PhD at the Senate
House in April 1972. After leaving Cambridge I continued researching for a further year
and then entered teaching. From 1985–2004 I was headmaster of a Catholic high school
in the South Ribble district of Lancashire. The school is under the trusteeship of
Ampleforth Abbey and there is a local Benedictine monastery with eight monks who
serve four parishes. 

I retired in the summer of 2004 but continue to work as a part-time educational
consultant with the local authority. Gill also retired in 2004 from her post as senior
consultant and research fellow at Lancaster University. We have two grown-up sons.
Alistair, the elder, who has a degree in computer studies and multimedia and works in
web design, and Dominic who obtained a BMus at King’s College, London and the Royal
Academy of Music.

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Obituaries

Simon Boniface MA, MD, MCOpth, FRCP 
Fellow of St Edmund’s College 1995–2003

(died 27 November 2003) 

Simon Boniface was a man of many passions who was loved by his wide circle of friends
and especially by his family. Simon was born on 13 June 1959 and at an early age he set
his heart on becoming a doctor and fulfilled his dreams by obtaining a place at University
College Hospital, London where he was attracted at an early stage to a career in
neuroscience under the mentorship of Professor Semir Zeki, who remained a guiding
influence and friend. He obtained many prizes and graduated with honours. After
graduating he trained in medicine, ophthalmology and neurology and settled on a career
in clinical neurophysiology, which combined his academic and clinical skills. He
obtained a prestigious MRC Training Fellowship based at the Radcliffe Infirmary, Oxford
(1998–91) and undertook an MD on the new and expanding topic of transcranial
magnetic stimulation (TMS), making important contributions to the understanding of
motor physiology in both normal and diseased states. This work was undertaken under
the supervision of Professor Kerry Mills, who remained a long-term friend of Simon.

In 1995 Simon was appointed to the first full-time position in clinical neurophysiology at
Addenbrooke’s Hospital. Although burdened by a considerable clinical workload he
managed to expand and develop the department. He was particularly proud of the
acquisition of two specialist registrars, one of whom (Julian Ray) had recently been
appointed to the second consultant neurophysiology post in the department. He
continued his academic interests and forged strong collaborative links with members of
the Wolfson Brain Imaging Centre. He published a string of important papers on
neurophysiology, TMS and cerebal plasticity. In 2003 he co-edited a book on Plasticity and
the Human Nervous System with Ulf Ziemann, published by Cambridge University Press, and
played an active role in the Academy of Medical Science’s report on neurorehabilitation.

As a colleague he was highly respected for his clinical opinion and admired for his
mentorship of juniors. No enquiry was too much trouble. He was a popular teacher and
fostered a happy and productive clinical department.

Work was, however, only one facet of his very full life. He was dedicated to his family
and friends and managed to maintain a wide range of outside interests. Simon and his
brother Paul held a record for attendance at Elvis Costello concerts. His other passions
included modern art and water sports. Recently separated from his wife Maria, he
remained close to his three adored children, Kate, Laura and Michael. He was fortunate
to have found a new soul mate in Sara with whom he was making long-term plans. His
life was tragically and ironically cut short by nocturnal seizure. 

Simon’s memorial service was attended by very many colleagues and friends, all of
whom miss him greatly. In the words of his old boss from Oxford he was “a lovely man
who was highly intelligent and very modest”.

The Address for the celebration of the life of Simon Boniface (6 March 2004) was given
by Neil Hunt and is reproduced below:

It’s a great privilege for me to be speaking here today at this celebration of Simon Boniface’s
life. Although I had known Simon before, it had been over these last ten years that we had
become close friends after we both came to Cambridge with our young families.

Simon’s death has been a great shock to us all. Not just because of the suddenness but
because of the large part he played in so many lives.
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I am speaking today as a friend and also as a medical colleague, but his connections were
spread through several communities, including the College, and there were many
aspects of his life that I know little about.

Simon was a man of considerable achievements in his working life. He medical career
was one of both clinical excellence and academic brilliance. He began his medical life at
University College in London where he was an outstanding student and was awarded a
Gold medal in his finals. It was almost incidental that he took a Bachelor of Science in
the History of medicine on the way.

His medical interest was always in the nervous system. He initially embarked on a
training in Opthalmology in London and then Oxford. He seemed set for a career in this
outcrop of the brain, but in Oxford he shifted in an academic direction and took up a
training fellowship with the Medical Research Council.

He once told me that the reason was that he didn’t think he could stand spending all day
in darkened rooms, which is the lot of opthalmologists. However I suspect that it was his
inclination towards scientific research that really drew him. Simon’s MD thesis
concerned transcranial magnetic stimulation or TMS as it is usually known – which
involves putting large noisy vibrating magnets beside the head and trying to switch on
and off parts of the brain underneath. It’s a field at the cutting edge of neuroscience –
and Simon continued to pursue his research on this in Cambridge. One of his legacies is
a recently published book that he edited. The book details the knowledge of the brain
that has been gained from TMS research. It will stand as the state of the art text for a
long time which in this rapidly advancing area is probably just a few months. But Simon
readily accepted that science marches on and the numerous papers that he authored on
this and many other subjects are a testament to that. Simon still had much more to
contribute both in ideas and the rigorous testing of those ideas. He had several research
projects in hand and I am sure even more in his inventive mind. His enthusiasm, his
intellect and his willingness to collaborate is already being missed by scientists in
Cambridge and a long way beyond.

The reason that we are here at St Edmund’s is because Simon was a Fellow of this
College. He came here as a result of his previous connection with Green College in
Oxford where he studied for his MD. Simon was very proud of his fellowship of St
Edmund’s and saw it as a symbol of his achievements in the academic world. He enjoyed
being part of the life of the College and always felt very welcome here and I would like
to thank the Master for arranging this afternoon’s service.

Simon was also a doctor, a clinician who cared for patients and provided vital
investigations of their brains and nerves. It seems such a terrible irony that he should
die from the very illness that was at the centre of his work.

He gave expert interpretations for other doctors, particularly those squiggly lines on the
EEG which make no sense to anyone else. His clinical knowledge and skill were
recognised throughout the hospital and his easy manner welcomed those who wanted
to tap his expertise in neurological illnesses. Simon was always keen to share his ideas
and skills and that made him a great teacher to students and doctors of all levels. His
charm with patients was such that he could subject you to electric shocks for half an
hour and still have you leave the room thanking him – and not just for stopping!

Simon was a man who treated everyone with respect and kindness. It was because of
this along with his great sense of fun and enjoyment in life that he had such a wide circle
of friends, and I doubt that he had a single enemy. He was good to be with and I always
enjoyed his company. Simon never took himself too seriously and whenever we met
there would be laughter. I never saw Simon riding his jetski, yet I have an enduring
vision of him riding across the water on this machine – the wind in his hair (I do have
a vivid imagination), a few extra pounds round his waistline but with that big smile on
his face.
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As well as the laughter Simon was also serious about important matters, and the most
important matter in his life was his family. Simon and Maria were together for 18 years
and they have three children, Michael, Laura and Kate (I put them in that order because
I know as a third child myself that it is nice to be put first occasionally). They are three
marvellous children and their father was not only very proud of them but loved being
with them. They are a lasting tribute to Simon and Maria’s union. It was a source of
great sadness for Simon that his marriage broke down but he was determined that he
fully maintain the vital part that he played in the children’s lives and they in his.

Although he had been sad Simon had found a new relationship with Sarah which had
brought him happiness again. On Simon’s last night, we met for a beer and a curry and
he spoke about many things but particularly of a few days that he had together with
Sarah in Denmark the week before. He always packed a lot into his time and this was
both an academic meeting and a chance to spend some time together.

Simon’s death, particularly its abruptness and untimeliness, when he was in the prime
of his life has led me and probably many of you to re-evaluate our own lives and
priorities. Simon filled his life – with ideas, with service, with friendship and with love.
His life may have been short but it was an exceptionally full and valuable life. A life that
his parents, Geoffrey and Jill and his brother Paul should be proud of.

Brooke Crutchley CBE, MA
Honorary Fellow of St Edmund’s College 1980–2003 

(died 31 August 2003) 

Brooke Crutchley, who was Printer to the University of Cambridge 1946–74, is credited
with having brought Cambridge University Press into the modern era by moving it out
of the Pitt Building into modern premises off Brooklands Avenue and close to the
railway station. Ernest Addenbrooke Crutchley was born on 31 July 1907 and was
educated at Shrewsbury and Trinity Hall where he was a scholar and read Classics. In
1929 he joined The Yorkshire Post but moved to Cambridge University Press a year later.
He remained with the Press for the rest of his working life except for the War years when
he served in the Admiralty. His inclination to cut corners and get on with the war earnt
him the epithet ‘that dangerous fellow Crutchley’ from his head of section. After the war
he returned to Cambridge as University Printer to deal with the backlog of printing that
had built up. He introduced standard editorial, compositional and design procedures
before moving operations from Trumpington Street to the newly constructed University
Printing House in the 1960s. Throughout his time as University Printer, Brooke engaged
in good-natured rivalry with his opposite number in Oxford particularly with regard to
Bibles and Prayer Books. The two presses would race to produce amendments to the
Prayer Book in the days when all members of the Royal Family were named in prayers.
Preparations for royal births included thanksgiving prayer leaflets in two forms, one for
a prince and one for a princess. Brooke wrote that ‘happily the Royal Family is not given
to twins’.  He is also credited with ensuring that the Communion of the Sick always
finished at the foot of a right hand page so that the eye was not caught by the next
heading, the Burial of the Dead. Brooke Crutchley was elected a Fellow of Trinity Hall
in 1951, appointed CBE in 1954 and elected an Honorary Fellow of St Edmund’s in
1980. He is survived by his wife Diana, their daughter and two sons.
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Mrs Marguerite Bulman
Neighbour and Benefactor of St Edmund’s College 

Mrs Bulman lived in the White Cottage which she bequeathed to St Edmund’s College and is
presently the home of the Von Hügel Institute. At her memorial service on 10 September 2003,
Louisa Connor gave the address reproduced below:
We are here to say farewell to Margo Bulman, who died quietly last week in her 91st

year, her intelligent, indomitable yet self controlled personality still shining through her
frailty. Immensely talented, she could have been a doctor, theologian or artist, but chose
to use her exceptional powers of observation to specialize as a botanist. Her father had
introduced her to Scandinavia, and it was during a year at Uppsala University that she
began to catalogue sphagnum for a Cambridge PhD project. Marriage and World War II
put paid to that, as she, like so many of her contemporaries, concentrated on creating
home and family under restrictive circumstances. She was by then living in Wentworth
House, a Georgian building belonging to Magdalene College, which she decorated with
imaginative flair, and filled with family and hospitality, just like her near neighbour, the
printer, Will Carter. She spent long hours reclaiming the beautiful large old garden
running down to the river. This was her version of the ‘Old Cambridge’ she identified
with for almost 70 years.

She was proud of the fact that she had been born into a distinguished family of high
achievers. Her beloved grandfather and father were both professors of geology, linked by
her wonderful mother. She in turn married a geologist, and a Fellow of Sidney Sussex
College, Cambridge. Oliver’s background was urban, artistic and intellectual, and she
was thrilled when he was appointed to the Woodwardian professorship in Cambridge.
When her only sister Betsy died in 1945, she became the last of the Fearnsides, and
family and relations came to matter a great deal. She felt privileged to have had 4 living
children, and to help them flourish.

Helping people without prejudice was essential to the way she lived her life. She simply
was very generous. He au pair girls, deliberately chosen from Germany after the war,
became good friends. She helped found the Cambridge Samaritans, and was a leading
member of the Victoria League, the Mother’s Union, and Marriage Guidance (Relate).
She sought to make sex less of a taboo subject, by running classes in local schools.
Coming from a scientific background her Christian faith had developed through
discussion groups; St Edward’s proved a perfect church base, and from there it was
natural that she should seek to express her liberal views at the Synod. She proved a good
chairwoman and platform figure. She toured village halls far into the fens to talk about
all these interests. Caring deeply about education she became a governor of her old
school, St Leonard’s, St Andrew’s and of King’s School Ely.

Her mother and her husband died in quick succession 30 years ago. Old friendships
brought comfort and diversion. She invented a new life in which travel and her skills as
an amateur artist featured strongly. In the early years of marriage she had sketched
alongside her husband, when they cycled around Cambridgeshire, or explored Suffolk,
Sussex and Shropshire. Her biro now became busy once more, whether in Europe and
the Holy Land, or South Africa, Australia and New Zealand, where she met up with
relatives. She transferred her best images into watercolours, sharing some of her
methods with her grandchildren. She loved working in clay, to produce lifelike portraits.
Heads of two of her distinguished sitters were cast in bronze, and are displayed in the
Royal Society, London.

These were the years when the grandchildren were growing up. Charlie’s move to Ely
proved wonderfully companionable. Bill and Claude weren’t far away in Watford, and
Lou and Tim were settled at Eton. It gave her immense pleasure when her grandchildren
became students, and could visit independently, bringing with them bags of buns, and
reminders of her own undergraduate years in Girton College. Jane too would come
down from Glasgow and share the more religious aspects of her Cambridge life.
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She had already given Strathaird, the big rambling Edwardian house the family occupied
during the 50s and 60s, to help found Lucy Cavendish, a college for older women, and
she was happy to watch that institution grow, by acquiring and linking up neighbouring
houses with their interconnecting gardens. A succession of mature students from as far
afield as Italy, Australia and China stayed with her and introduced her to stem ginger
and panforte. When it became clear she could no longer manage on her own in the
White Cottage, Jane and Graeme welcomed her to Jordan Hill. It was now the turn of
the White Cottage to be offered to St Edmund’s College on whose land it abutted. In
these ways she sought to help preserve the ‘Old Cambridge’ she so loved,

Her last years were marked by physical decline, deafness, and eventually, by difficulty in
seeing. But her mind remained remarkably alert, and she retained her interest in
theology and education in particular. In Scotland she was near the mountains and lochs,
which always moved her, in their changing seasons. Lying in bed she would watch moon
rise over the Glasgow rooftops, and appreciate the long summer evenings. She was as
content as an independent spirit could manage, never once complaining, and ever
appreciative of the warmth that pervaded the Glasgow home made by Jane and Graeme.
From here she watched her grandchildren begin to develop their careers with close
interest; all have now come of age, some proving practical, some creative, some
intellectual, some articulate, and each carrying a small piece of her huge personality. She
saw her two great-grandchildren arrive. All of us will feel her absence deeply. But it was
a life lived to the full, unstintingly; and her scrupulous consideration will help ensure
the future well-being of everything she most valued. May she rest now, in great peace.
